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Procedures: Procedures for Use of Information Technology Resources 

1. Policy Statement 

This policy is intended to outline the responsibilities of members of the College Community with 

respect to the acceptable use and security of College Information Technology Resources. All Users of 

Okanagan College Information Technology Resources are responsible for using them appropriately 

and maintaining their security. 

Because Okanagan College is a public body governed by the Freedom of Information and Protection of 

Privacy Act (“FOIPPA”), records created by using its Information Technology Resources are records 

within the custody or control of Okanagan College. All users should be aware that records created and 

stored on the College’s Information Technology Resources may be accessible under FOIPPA. 

2. Purpose 

The purpose of the Use of Information Technology Resources policy is to establish the standards and 

process for all users within Okanagan College community that access and use, the College’s 

Information Technology Resources including acceptable, prohibited and incidental personal uses of 

Information Technology Resources. 
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7. Incidental Personal Use 

7.1 The primary use of Okanagan College’s Information Technology Resources must be related to 

Okanagan College’s educational and research mission, business, and functions. Incidental 

personal use of the College’s Information Technology Resources is permitted provided that such 

use meets each of the following criteria: 

a) it complies with this Policy;  

b) it does not cause Okanagan College to incur any unauthorized cost; 

c) it does not expose Okanagan College to risk;
